Amendment to the Edmonton School Division Three-Year Capital Plan 2023-2026

Please be advised that on September 20, 2022, the Board of Trustees of Edmonton School Division
approved the following recommendation:

That the following proposed amendments to the Three-Year Capital Plan 2022-2026 be approved.
1. Move Edgemont K-9 (capacity 950) from Priority 4 to 2 in the aggregate priorities

2. Move Edgemont K9 (capacity 950) from Priority 4 to 2 in the new construction priorities

In June of 2022, the land required to assemble the future Kindergarten to Grade 9 school site in the
Edgemont neighbourhood was acquired by Brookfield Properties and included in a land development
application with the City of Edmonton. The application involves zoning the land for school construction
and the creation of a separate parcel for the school site. The school site will be registered at Alberta
Land Titles Office as a dedicated reserve site to be held by the City of Edmonton on behalf of Edmonton
Public Schools, until funding is announced by Alberta Education for school construction.
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Administration is working with the City of Edmonton to ensure the school site is ready for construction
when Provincial funding for the school is announced.

In addition to advancements in assembling the school site, the land development application includes an
area for residential development. Administration anticipates that the additional development will
further increase enrolment pressures on designated receiving schools.

Based on this new information, administration has updated its analysis of the Division’s capital priorities
and proposed to amend the current Three-Year Capital Plan 2023-2026 aggregated and new
construction list of priorities, moving Edgemont K-9 from Priority 4 to Priority 2 on both lists. The new
priority order should be used as the basis for any funding decisions that may be forthcoming from the
Government of Alberta for our Division.
